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There are three places you can find documents on 
UCEACONNECT:

1. The site-wide UCEA FILE LIBRARY, located at the 
left-hand column of every UCEACONNECT page

2. In group file libraries, located on UCEA Group pages

3. On a member’s personal page if a member has 
added documents and/or links to his or her per-
sonal file library.

UCEA File Library
Did you know that UCEA Conference Presenta-
tions are now easier to find?

Move your mouse to UCEA FILE LIBRARY, and 
a menu will appear. Select CONFERENCE PRE-
SENTATIONS. Then you will be able to choose to 
download presentations from the 2009 Annual Con-
ference, Marketing Seminar, and Workforce Forum.

Another new section in the UCEA FILE LIBRARY 
is the AWARDS PROGRAM library. Here you can 
find out more about the UCEA awards programs 
and winners.

A frequently asked question is “Where do I download 
past survey summaries?” There is now a section called 
SURVEY SUMMARIES in the file library. Take the 
time to peruse the file library to find these and other 
documents of interest to you and your institution.

Making the Most of Group Pages 
As UCEACONNECT has evolved, the management 
of group file libraries has shifted directly to Regions, 
Communities of Practice and other subgroups. A 
Group Admin can now add files to a group’s file li-
brary. Therefore, if you are looking for presentations 
from a Regional Conference, visit your region’s 
home page and look for the group’s File Library in 
the menu labeled More In This Group. Some groups 
post meeting minutes, agendas, and other docu-
ments of interest to group members

Group pages can contain useful information for mem-
bers, including a list of group officers under Group 
Reps, announcements of Upcoming Events, a direc-
tory of members, photos, and other custom content. 

To visit group pages for Regions and Communities 
of Practice, you can click a link to the group page 
wherever you see one, or you may click on GROUP 
HOME PAGE LINKS in the left-hand, site-wide 
menu on every UCEACONNECT page.

Improved Search Feature
Another improved and expanded UCEACONNECT 
feature is the site-wide Search. At the top-left of the 
UCEACONNECT home page, there is a box labeled 
‘Search by name/keywords.” You can now search the 
member directory, blogs, and more, by entering a 
member’s first and/or last name, an institution name, 
or a keyword or phrase.
